GUIDANCE FOR QLGF BURSARIES

Who is a bursary for?
Members of QLGF who would otherwise be prevented from attending QLGF Gatherings for financial reasons.

What does a bursary cover?
A bursary covers either up to 50% of the standard residential cost of the Gathering or up to 100% of standard travelling costs within the UK.  Any further requests would be decided on an individual basis. 
What QLGF expect from bursary requesters?
Before applying to QLGF for a bursary, to apply to their Local Meeting and/or Area Meeting to see if their Meeting(s) might fund or part fund their attendance at the Gathering.  However, we do recognise that some LMs and AMs do not have funds and/or some members may be reluctant to ask their local meetings. 
Other information for bursary applicants.
Each flyer for a Gathering should include a statement about bursaries for that Gathering.  Applications for bursaries should be made directly to the Gatherings Officer specifically named in the flier;  s/he will be aware of how much is available and will liaise with the Treasurer for clarification as needed.

If a member is also applying to their Local and/or Area Meeting, they would simply contact the Gatherings Officer to say they may need a bursary.  If so, they should keep the Gatherings Officer up-to-date with the progress of their application to the Local and/or Area Meeting. 
Bursaries will be awarded on a ‘first-come, first-served’ basis, so anyone needing one should apply, or indicate that they may need one, to the Gatherings Officer as early as they can.
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
